PASTORôS PASSAGE 

 

 This past week, I was reading 
an article about the dynamics of 
a healthy church. The dynamic 
was called the ñWOWò factor. 
Three aspects of church life were 
addressed and I have to say, as I 
read I found myself nodding in 
agreement. The three areas de-
scribed were:  Worship, Open-

ness and Witness.        

 Of course, our time together 
worshiping God  and breaking 
open the Word is the central mo-
ment in the life of every Church. 
But we must be careful that we 
do not become a ñcountry club 
that happens to pray together on 
Sunday.ò  True worship of God 
involves the entire human partici-
pation:  body, mind and spirit. 
We present ourselves each week 
not as just a habit, but as a com-
mitment. We open our minds  to 
hear the Word and interpret and 
be inspired by the stories of old 
and the connection they have 
with the world today. And we 
open ourselves to feel  the Spirit 
of Christ during this special time 
set aside from the outside world. 

 However, just as vital as the 
others is the Witness  to our 
faith. We not only participate in 

the prayer of confession or a 
statement of faith in the Church, 
but we spread the word to oth-
ers. Now donôt panic. Iôm not say-
ing you have to go door to door 
to tell others of your faith journey.   
Could it be that living our lives as 
Christians out in the world is a 
witness to Christ?  And could it 
be that just inviting someone to 
worship with us and telling how 
you love your Church is a wit-
ness?  It doesnôt take much to 
bring people to Christ, or to drive 
them away, depending on how 
we tell the story. Iôve often said 
how interesting it is that we rec-
ommend to our friends a doctor, 
lawyer, hair stylist, department 
store ï but we never think to tell 
them whatôs happening at our 
church and how much we enjoy 
being a part of this great congre-
gation. This past Sunday, we 
read Paulôs words, ñNow is the 
acceptable time.ò    Could it be 
that showing pride in our Church 
and in our fellowship with others 
is the best witness we can make 
to our faith? These summer 
months bring us a sense of true 
appreciation for the world in 
which we live, and for the time 
we have to relax and share our 
lives with others.  How about 
sharing our church as well? Re-
member it only takes a few 
words toéé.
