Because of the confidential nature of the search process,
the committee can update you on the process i ads being
placed, letters being sent, profiles being analyzed, etc. But
they cannot give you any information on any candidate, where
the candidates are from, etc. It is simply unethical for them to
do so and can ruin the reputation and relationship of a pastor
with his/her present congregation should someone discover
the name of a candidate. A Pastor must be able to pursue in-
terest in a move without disrupting his/her present ministry. So
pl ease understand that the comr
but rather ethical in their work.

One thing you must know, however, is that patience in
every process is a blessing. Taking time, thinking through the
process, checking all contingencies, and moving slowly and
steadily pays off whether in ministry or in life. Follow the proc-
ess, and God will guide us in just the right direction. A blessing
awaits us all!
