PASTOR’S PASSAGE

Is it just me, or do you
find yourself constantly looking
at the calendar and wondering
where the time has gone? I've
been working with our children
and youth to plan their leader-
ship of our worship on Febru-
ary 12 and suddenly noticed
that only ten days later, Ash
Wednesday is upon us! Our
Lay Ministers are preparing a
beautiful and reverent service
for that evening as they do
each year and then we begin
the journey with Jesus with his
disciples.

Lent is not the favorite of
most Christians as we move
through the liturgical year. With
Advent, we're looking forward
and preparing for a great cele-
bration. A birth! Birthing makes
us happy. It's a new beginning
— a new life. We attempt to re-
create that birthing of Christ’s
presence in our heart of hearts
and feel the warmth of love
from Jesus and those around
us. But Lent? Lent is not a
happy journey. This is not a
happy story — we know the
ending. It's not like we can
change the story and rewrite

the ending.

We know that in spite of
all his teaching, praying, com-
forting and loving, his life
ended ftragically. He suffered
and died. His disciples were
confused and frightened — even
denied knowing him. The
scenes are filled with angst and
dread. We want miracles, not
crucifixions.

But then, something else
sneaks up on us. It's the reali-
zation that his death was not
the end, but rather a new be-
ginning. There was a Resurrec-
tion coming! And is again to-
day! There is new life possible!
It is a celebration — a celebra-
tion of God’s unconditional, un-
believable love for humankind.
It is a story that reminds us that
even at the end of our earthly
lives, there is still more. There
is God..... always.

As we begin this time with
the reminder of ashes upon our
brows and the celebration of
the Lord’s Supper as our Lay
Ministers share their ministry,
let's step out and enter the
journey with Jesus. Remember.
The journey of Jesus is a cele-
bration. Life. Death. Resurrec-
tion. Always God with us.

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HOSPITAL COSTS - NEED TO COMPARE

Most of you know that | had double knee replace-
ments this fall, with wonderful results. What | didn’t realize
until two days before the first surgery was that one of the lo-
cal hospitals used most often by my surgeon was “out of net-
work” with my insurance company. They agreed to pay only
60% of the bill rather than the usual 80%. Because of the
pain and danger of delay, after prayer and consultation with
my doctor, | decided to go ahead and have the first surgery
and then schedule the second surgery at the other hospital
where my insurance would cover. When questioned, my in-
surance company told me only that the “billing practices” of
the one hospital caused them to refuse to include them in the
network.

| obviously knew that the co-pay for the first surgery
would be more but was shocked when the final bills from
both institutions arrived and one was more than twice the
amount of the other, in spite of the length of stay at the first
being only overnight and no physical therapy on site. My sec-
ond stay was for two days with three therapy sessions, yet
cost much less.

After dealing with this over the past few months, | felt
a sense of responsibility to alert the members of the church
that if you are scheduling surgery, tests or any treatments, be
sure to check first with your insurance, but also check with
the hospitals involved regarding the cost of your treatments.
Ask deliberate questions concerning the operating room,
drug and usual costs for your surgery or treatment and COM-
PARE THE COSTS WITH BOTH HOSPITALS. Ask your doc-
tor if he/she will perform your surgery at the hospital of your
choice. Even if you are insured or on Medicare, the portion
that you pay may be much greater at one hospital over the
other. My portion out-of- pocket has caused great distress
and | wanted to alert you to this matter so that you can make
educated decisions about your health care in the future. |
learned a valuable lesson from this experience and hopefully
will save you from the same.
